Member Behavior Case Submission Form
To the member applying for board certification:

Members who have successfully completed the required theoretical and practical coursework for board certification are required to submit ten (10) behavioral cases to your assigned mentor for review and approval on this form. This is the final requirement for board certification. These cases must be current (within the past 6 months) and verifiable.  Your mentor may randomly place a telephone call to a client(s) to verify your work and check a reference on the client’s experience with you. Be sure to place a disclosure and permission statement into your agreement with your client. Information is shared only with your mentor and may be placed into the Association records or database.  Telephone calls to your clients will obviously be extremely polite and professional.

These animal behavior cases should involve abnormal behavior cases only. Abnormal is defined as “Activities that show dysfunction in action and behavior (Fraser, 1980).” In other words, problems resulting from incomplete house training or leash pulling would not be considered abnormal, but instead, normal but unwanted responding. Examples of abnormal companion animal behavior would include cases involving fears, phobias, compulsive disorders, aggression and alike.

You mentor will provide you feedback on each case study as quickly as possible. If you are waiting to respond to your client based upon your mentor’s feedback, please note this in the “Additional comments to your mentor” section at the end of this form.  If your mentor has comments regarding your case, your mentor may return your reviewed case to you as an email attachment, email you or call you.  Any comments provided by your mentor will be in the “Mentor’s Comments” box at the end of this document.
